Morphophonemics is the study of phonemic differences between allomorphs of the same morpheme. It is a description of phonemic variations of a word in a particular language.
A morphosyntactic operation is an ordered, dynamic relation between one linguistic form and another. Inflection and derivation are morphosyntactic operations.
Derivation is the formation of a new word or inflectional stem from another word or stem. It typically occurs by the addition of an affix. (Ex.: able > ability / suMxara > suMxarawA i.e. adjective > noun)
Inflection is a variation in the form of a word, typically by means of an affix, that expresses a grammatical contrast, which is obligatory for the stem’s word class in some given grammatical context. 
(Ex.: boy > boys / ladZakA > ladZake i.e. sing. > plural) 
 Words are categorized in three classes with respect to inflection.
1) Particles are non-inflecting. (Ex.: and / Ora)
2) Verb follows conjugations with respect to followings.
    a) Tense (Ex.: work > worked / bETA hE > bETA WA). 
    b) Aspect (Ex.: work > working / bETA hE > bETawA hE). 
    c) Mood (Ex.: work > will work / bETa > bETegA). 
    d) Agreement features like 
         person (Ex.: I work > He works / bETA hUMz> bETA hE), 
         gender (Ex.: no grammatical gender / bETI hE > bETA hE),  

  and number (Ex.: He works > They work / bETA hE > bETe hEM). 
2) Nominal follows declinations with respect to followings. 
   a) Number (Ex.: boy >boys / ladZakA >ladZake i.e. sing. > plural). 
   b) Case (Ex.: boy >boy’s / ladZakA >ladZake kA i.e. nom.>gene.).  
   c) Gender (Ex.: actor>actress / ladZakA > ladZakI i.e. masc.>fem).
   d) Comparison (Ex.: tall > taller / suMxara > suMxarawama).
Morphological processes are means of changing a stem to adjust its meaning to fit its syntactic and communicational context.

Morphological processes encode morphosyntactic operations. (Plural formation is a morphosyntactic operation, whereas suffixation is a kind of morphological process).
Affixation is the morphological process whereby an affix is attached to a root or stem. (Ex.: boy > boys / SuMxara > suMxarawA)
Modification is a morphological process, which produces an alteration within a root or stem. 
(Ex.: centre>central / LadZakA>ladZake_ko) 
Subtraction is a morphological process of modification that removes one or more segments from a root or stem. 
(French: tout<toute-all / each)
Suppletion is the replacement of one stem with another, resulting in an allomorph of a morpheme, which has no phonological similarity to the other allomorphs. 
(Ex.: go > went / jAnA > gayA i.e. V > Vpast) 
(The process suppletion, though not strictly morphological, typically encodes the same type of information as the above morphological processes). 
Reduplication is a morphological process in which a root or stem or part of it is repeated. 
(Ex.: Twinkle-twinkle little star... / Cote-Cote bacce)
Morphological typology is the categorization of a language according to the extent to which words in the language are clearly divisible into individual morphemes.
An isolating language is a language in which almost every word consists of a single morpheme. Ex.: Vietnamese (khi tôi dên nhà ban tôi, chúng tôi bát dâu làm bài > when I come house friend I Plural I begin do lesson > When I came to my friend's house, we began to do lessons.)
A polysynthetic language is a language in which words tend to consist of several morphemes. Ex.: Yup’ik Inuit Language (tuntussurqatarniksaitengqiggteuq: tuntu -ssur -qatar -ni -ksaite -ngqiggte –uq : reindeer -hunt -FUT -say -NEG -again -3SG:IND :   'He had not yet said again that he was going to hunt reindeer.')
An agglutinative language is a language in which words are made up of a linear sequence of distinct morphemes and each component of meaning is represented by its own morpheme. Ex.: Dravidian languages.
A fusional language is a language in which one form of a morpheme can simultaneously encode several meanings. Ex.: Spanish language. 
(Ex.: I go – We go/ mEM jAwA wo - vaha jAwA wo).
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
